Rather than
unwinding RNA duplexes, DDX19B functions as a remodeler of ribonucleoprotein particles,
whereby proteins bound to nuclear mRNA are dissociated and replaced by cytoplasmic mRNA
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binding proteins (PubMed:<a href="http://www.uniprot.org/citations/10428971"
target="_blank">10428971</a>).
