By acting on iRhoms, involved in ADAM17-mediated
shedding of TNF, amphiregulin/AREG, HBEGF and TGFA from the cell surface (PubMed:<a
href="http://www.uniprot.org/citations/29897333" target="_blank">29897333</a>, PubMed:<a
href="http://www.uniprot.org/citations/29897336" target="_blank">29897336</a>).
