Its mast cell
degranulation activity may be related to the activation of G- protein coupled receptors in mast
cells as well as interaction with other proteins located in cell endosomal membranes in the mast
cells (By similarity). Has a membranolytic activity on human glioblastoma multiforme cells (brain
tumor cells) that leads to cell necrosis (PubMed:<a
href="http://www.uniprot.org/citations/28965321" target="_blank">28965321</a>).
